NOTICE TO VOTERS

( In towns that have divided their checklist)

Please take time to determine if your name appears on the proper checklist.

In our town we have divided the checklist into different geographical sections for the convenient conduct of elections, even though the questions and candidates to be voted on are identical for all voters in the town.

The Board of Civil Authority has determined the geographical location of the last known place of residence of each voter in order to place the voter on the proper separate checklist.

If you find by reviewing this checklist that you are on the wrong geographical checklist, please speak to an election official.  The Board of Civil Authority will then meet as soon as possible, consider the facts of where you live and decide whether your name is on the proper checklist.

If the Board determines your name belongs on another checklist and you have not already voted, we will first remove your name from the wrong checklist, and then add your name to the proper checklist.  Then you may proceed to vote at the proper polling place.

Changes of voters’ names from one part of a divided checklist to another may occur on any day except the day of elections, so please review the checklist early and let your election officials know of the need for a change.

The law on this procedure is 17 V.S.A. (2501.
